1. Name
1.1. The name of the club/society shall be Students’ Union UCL Rock and Metal Society.
1.2. The Club/Society shall be affiliated to Students’ Union UCL.
2. Statement of Intent
2.1. The constitution, regulations, management and conduct of the club/society shall abide by all Students’ Union UCL policy, and shall be bound by the Students’ Union UCL Memorandum & Articles of Association, Byelaws, Club and Society Regulations and the club and society procedures and guidance – laid out in the ‘how to guides’.
2.2. The club/society stresses that it abides by Students’ Union UCL Equal Opportunities Policies, and that club/society regulations pertaining to membership of the club/society or election to the club/society shall not contravene this policy.

3. Committee
3.1. President
3.1.1. The Presidents’ primary role is laid out in section 5.7 of the Club and Society Regulations.
3.1.2. To develop and update additional risk assessments for one-off activities/events that are not covered by the Society’s core risk assessment, and to lead by example in ensuring all policies are followed. In the case that the President does not attend an event or activity, they will designate and train an activity leader to be aware of the relevant risk management systems.
3.1.3. To assist committee members with their tasks as requested.
3.2. Treasurer
3.2.1. The treasurer’s primary role is laid out in section 5.8 of the Club and Society Regulations.
3.2.2. To seek out sponsorship for Rock and Metal Society as desired, including but not limited to from local and independent venues.
3.3. Welfare Officer
3.3.1. The Welfare Officers’ primary role is laid out in section 5.9 of the Club and Society Regulations.
3.3.2. The Welfare Officer will work with the Events Officer to ensure that events organised by Rock and Metal Society are accessible and safe spaces for all members.
3.3.3. The Welfare Officer will promote inclusivity and accessibility within the Society.
3.3.4. The Welfare Officer will work to promote the inclusion of postgraduates ensure that at least one postgraduate themed social event takes place per year.
3.4. Additional Committee Members
3.4.1. Events Officer
3.4.1.1. The Events Officer will oversee the organisation of large society events. 
3.4.1.2. The Events Officer will search for gigs and venues that may be of interest for future society events.
3.4.1.3. The Events Officer will collect feedback from members on their preferred activities.
3.4.1.4. The Events Officer will work with the Welfare Officer to ensure that events organised by Rock and Metal Society are accessible and safe spaces for all members.
3.4.2. Social Media Officer
3.4.2.1. The Social Media Officer will create social media posts that promote Rock and Metal Society on social media, including on Instagram.
3.4.2.2. The Social Media Officer will use social media to advertise events run by Rock and Metal Society.
3.4.2.3. The Social Media Officer will promote Rock and Metal Society at the beginning of the academic year. This may include posting about the Welcome Fair and a summary of the Society’s activities.
3.4.3. Freshers’ Representative
3.4.3.1. The Freshers’ Representative will advertise Rock and Metal Society to incoming undergraduate students and promote the Society’s events to new students.
3.5. Management of the club/society shall be vested in the club/society committee which will endeavour to meet regularly during term time (excluding UCL reading weeks) to organise and evaluate club/society activities.
3.6. The committee members shall perform the roles as described in section 5 of the Students’ Union UCL Club and Society Regulations.
3.7. Committee members are elected to represent the interests and well-being of club/society members and are accountable to their members. If club/society members are not satisfied by the performance of their representative officers, they may call for a motion of no-confidence in line with the Students’ Union UCL Club and Society Regulations.
4. Terms, Aims and Objectives
4.1. The club/society shall hold the following as its aims and objectives.
4.2. The club/society shall strive to fulfil these aims and objectives in the course of the academic year as its commitment to its membership.
4.3. The core activities of the club/society shall be:
4.3.1. To organise meetups before concerts. These can be held at the UCL Bloomsbury or UCL East campus, or at a different location if more convenient. 
4.3.2. To maintain a ‘gig buddy’ spreadsheet to help the society’s members find other students to go to gigs with.
4.3.3. To organise social events where members can meet other members and socialise. These may be held both on and off campus.
4.3.4. To organise sober social events in sober spaces such as quiz nights or PowerPoint nights.
4.3.5. To organise collaborative musician events such as a ‘Battle of the Bands’ competition.
4.3.6. To organise creative events such as D-I-Y fashion workshops and to maintain a stock of sewing and other craft supplies which members can use. Sustainability should be promoted, for example by bringing old clothes to upcycles.
4.4. In addition, the club/society shall also strive to organise other activities for its members where possible:
4.4.1. To organise collaborative events with the Rock and/or Metal societies at other London universities.
4.4.2. To organise collaborative events with other societies within Students’ Union UCL. For example, these could include cultural societies or arts societies.
4.4.3. To organise trips to free exhibitions around London where the exhibitions are related to the activities of Rock and Metal Society.
4.4.4. To support independent music venues. For example, by seeking sponsorship in accordance with the most recent rules and regulations laid out by Students’ Union UCL.
4.4.5. To organise a formal event for society members. This may be in collaboration with the Rock and/or Metal societies at other universities around London.
4.4.6. To organise listening parties and to provide relaxing activities at these, such as colouring pages and pencils.
4.4.7. To organise the design and sale of society merchandise. 
4.4.8.  To help musicians to connect with each other to form and promote bands.
4.5. This constitution shall be binding on the club/society officers and shall only be altered by consent of two-thirds majority of the full members present at a club/society general meeting. The Activities Executive shall approve any such alterations.
4.6. This constitution has been approved and accepted as the Constitution for the Students’ Union UCL Rock and Metal Soc. By signing this document, the President and Treasurer have declared that they have read and abide by the Students’ Union UCL Club and Society Regulations.
