PAGE 1) THE BIGGER PICTURE

Post-WWII: The Welfare State? 

In the 1950s and 1960s, Britain had become highly urbanised. In the midst of an otherwise dynamic economy, poverty, inequality and the weakening of supportive social networks become pressing problems in big cities, representing ‘the phenomenon of poverty in affluence’[footnoteRef:1] Sparked by pressures from below, (including the working class and newer social movements), the post-war period saw calls for the extension of state intervention and local government services.[footnoteRef:2] – 39  [1:  Davis, John. “Reshaping the welfare state?” Welfare and Social Policy in Britain Since 1870, 7 Feb. 2019, pp. 197–212, https://doi.org/10.1093/oso/9780198833048.003.0011, p.198. ]  [2:  https://www.localis.org.uk/wp-content/uploads/2003/08/Travers-T-Esposito-L.-The-Decline-and-Fall-of-Local-Democracy.-A-History-of-Local-Government-Finance.pdf, p.39. ] 


During Conservative Rule in the 1950s, Labour appeared to be receptive to such demands. A party document confirmed the presence of ‘a strong, persistent trend towards economic and social inequality’ and assured the Party’s commitment to mitigate inequality through ‘deliberate and continuous state intervention’ and the creation of ‘a more generous welfare system.’[footnoteRef:3] the Labour Party painted itself as the party which would ‘reflect the interests of the whole of society’, instead of only the rich.[footnoteRef:4]  In their 1964 and 1966 election campaigns, they pledged to spend an additional £345 million on public spending, through welfare payments, increasing retirement pensions and removing NHS prescription charges.[footnoteRef:5]  [3:  Fielding, Steven. Spending cuts under Labour  
Such promises were shattered in November 1967, when the devaluation of the pound led to immediate spending cuts, particularly in education, housing and health.[footnoteRef:6] Several welfare benefits were postponed until 1969, NHS prescription charges were reintroduced and during the 1970 General Election, the Tories highlighted Labour’s failure to ‘achieve its 1966 election promise to build 500,000 houses a year by 1970’.[footnoteRef:7] Local authority institutions, which were expected efficient, adaptable and close to the needs and wants of the local population, were heavily criticised for underperformance.[footnoteRef:8]  [6:  Ibid.  ]  [7:  Ibid, p.115. ]  [8:  Travers, Tony, and Lorena Esposito. The 1960 spending cuts affected citizens more significantly than cuts in the previous decades did,[footnoteRef:9] sparking widespread outrage. 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A 1972 newspaper article from ‘Hackney Action’, a newspaper which aimed to ‘reflect the feelings and attitudes of the people in the borough of Hackney’ reflects these sentiments of betrayal. It reads, ‘The welfare and health facilities obtainable are a disgrace, particularly since we have now had decades of almost continuous Labour rule, elected by people who believed that the Labour Party was their party committed to the advancement of their welfare’   

Voluntarism:  
As such, the matter of whether Britain had become a ‘welfare state’ after 1945 was being heavily questioned. In 1971, the City Parochial Foundation, a London-based Trust, remarked that there remain ‘deficiencies in provision made by the state’.[footnoteRef:10]  It became clear that state intervention was insufficient to deal with post-war social problems; what was needed was civic engagement and voluntarism. Adventure Playground movement and the Playbus Project  
At the same time the ‘Adventure Playground movement’ emerged, calling for a ‘more imaginative and exciting approach’ to children’s play.[footnoteRef:12] The rapid pace at which Britain had urbanised decreased children’s play spaces for children.[footnoteRef:13] Conceptions on childhood were changing and parental skills were no longer exempt from criticism. 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Demonstrating the resonance of the Adventure Playground Movement in London:

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Nonetheless, as with other social provision, the state failed to actively provide and engage in the movement. The provision childcare and play facilities had suffered under the 1960 spending cuts. The Adventure Playground movement in Hackney:  
Hackney, a borough which for centuries has enjoyed ‘a reputation as a centre for radicalism’[footnoteRef:16] was a key site for the adventure playground movement and voluntary community action. As seen from an article in the Hackney People’s Press in 1972, Hackney Council had failed to assist in the provision of play spaces for their residents despite local pressure. Consequently, children and parents ‘took over’ an empty plot of land in De Beauvoir area, converting it into a ‘makeshift play space’. PAGE 2) (NEXT PAGE BUTTON) – THE VALUES AND IDEAS OF THE EARLY PLAYBUS 

Hackney Playmobile and Pauline Weinstein  
In 1972, Pauline Weinstein followed in the footsteps of voluntarism in Hackney. She founded the ‘Hackney Playmobile’ in response to the deficiency in the broader base of provisions for under-fives. The project aimed to address the social and emotional development of preschool children growing up on Hackney’s housing estates. The Playbus project was first established by Liverpool Corporation in 1969 and quickly expanded across the country.  Just three years later, the National Playbus Association (the umbrella group for playbuses), was established – reflecting the projects’ rapid growth.

Hackney Playmobile started as an individual playgroup, exempt from charitable status under the 1960 Charities Act (sub-section 4(4)4C) and a member of the National Playbus Association (a registered charity). 

Pauline Weinstein, a qualified teacher with experience in counselling and a co-founder of ‘Centerprise’, East London’s literary social integration project, was a keen advocate for early years childcare. She wrote: 

“There was an “outbreak”  of youth disruption reported in the Guardian which made me think about the lack of nurturing many children suffered from.

‘My interest in this project arises from my present work and past experience. I am a trained teacher… I have completed a part time course on counselling at The Tavistock Institute of Human Relations. I have also some experience in Community Mental health in North London. My past experiences include teaching experience of most age ranges including reception infants.’

Correspondence between Pauline Weinstein further reveals her passion, motivations and aims for the project. 
Many of her original ideas changed over time. A key example was the Playbus mobility. Weinstein wrote:  

‘My original idea had been to park in the playground of  a secondary school & give the young people opportunities to learn from young children.’ 

Instead, it was decided that the Playbus was to become mobile – which is now one of the charity’s most defining features. Several sources highlight the advantages of a mobile Playbus.

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Nonetheless, some of the starting principles stuck with Hackney Playbus. The values of involving the parents, staff and third parties’ in the project resonate today. Above all, Playbus was and remains an inclusive ‘community project’ today, with collaboration at the forefront.  [image: A letter from a person

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Furthermore, the early Playbus project placed just as much as emphasis on the parents’ mental health and development as it does today. In post-war Britain, the notion of ‘progressive parenting’ was introduced, which placed greater psychological significance on the bond between the parent and the child and began demanding more from parents.[footnoteRef:17] Thus, supporting parents through ‘parental education’ and community support became increasingly popular, and as correspondence shows, a cornerstone of the Playbus. 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On 9 March 1972, the Hackney Playmobile constitution was adopted, which outlined the aims of ‘the advancement of the education of children from three to five’ and consolidated the project’s internal organisation and logistics.

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Among other matters outlined were ‘Annual General meetings’: ‘to receive annual reports and accounts from the preceding financial year’ and the monitoring and direction of funds.  


PAGE 3) (NEXT PAGE BUTTON) – THE BUS: PURCHASING, PARKING AND CONVERSION   

PURCHASE
Evidently, one of the first things to be done was getting the bus. Communication with London Transport began in January 1972, discussing the availability of RT buses.

The first Hackney Playbus was purchased on 5 April 1972 for £250 using a loan from Centerprise. While the maximum price was £550, as a charity, London Transport were prepared to let them have it for £330, and the price was further reduced to £250.[footnoteRef:18]  [18:  Letter to Mr. Ohri  from Pauline Weinstein, 5 October 1974 ]

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Pauline Weinstein remarked: Buying the bus was fun. We went to a bus graveyard & bought a London RT for a very small sum. The staff thought we were mad but were so pleased their bus would not go to the knackers.

PARKING 
After the bus was purchased, the question remained– where does one find the space to park a bus in London? 

Over the years, the Playbus has had a number of bases throughout the borough. Parking was initially negotiated with Hackney’s ‘Millfield’s Disinfecting Station’ (now the recycling yard). Discussions also ensued with Lesney Products & Co Ltd. (the famous matchbox factory) and permission was granted for a limited period and subject to strict limitations. In July 1972, permission to park the bus at Kingsmead Estate for the remainder of the school summer holiday was granted by Greater London Council.

CONVERSION 
The next step was converting the ex-London transport bus into a mobile playspace. This included finding a driver, designing the bus, obtaining a ticket machine, materials, toys. Numerous letters were exchanged between Weinstein and local businesses, institutions and schools in this endeavour.

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PAGE 4) (NEXT PAGE BUTTON) FUNDING 
With the purchasing and conversion costs racking up, the biggest matter, as a new organisation, was funding. At the time, the Hackney Council grant was the Playbus’s biggest source of funding – covering 60% of running cost. The organisation had also applied to Urban Aid via the council. The rest of the funding was to be secured from Trusts and local fundraising.

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From 1972 to 1973, Pauline Weinstein tirelessly wrote and typed some 50 letters to funders, benefactors, local and national businesses to raise the sufficient funds and materials required to buy, convert and equip the bus.

Perhaps the most notable obstacle was the Charity Status issue.  As explained previously, Hackney Playmobile was exempt from charity status under the 1960 Charity Act. This subsequently created significant obstacles in receiving funding.

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Rejections like these made the organisation realise the importance of applying for Charity Status – which they eventually did in 1997. Today, Hackney Playbus receives a grant from Hackney Parochial Charity every year!



CONCLUSION
The story of the Hackney Playmobile’s beginning is one of a community effort. Hackney Playmobile emerged in the unique context of spending cuts and deprivation, new philosophies on childcare, and a surge in radicalism. Although the Playmobile’s establishment was certainly not without challenges and minor defeats, the project ultimately succeeded with the tireless efforts of Pauline Weinstein and the invaluable support of the others: from Trusts and authority institutions to the local community. It depicts the bigger picture of voluntarism and the active local engagement in bettering the lives of young children in Hackney.
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DeBeauvoir Playspace

About a month ago,parents and children in the de Beauvoir area
of Hackney decided to take over an empty plot of land and turn it
into a play space.The area has now been cleared of rubbish,ropes
slung between trees,a derelict prefab salvaged and painted,and
the playground in daily use by dozens of kids throughout the
Easter holidays.The decision by the local Tesidents to take
matters into their‘own hands came aftér pressare on Hackney
Council to do something failed to produce anything.

The new unofficial playground at the junction of Downham and
Ufton Rds. (see map) is in fact just across the road from the
vast de Beauvoir New Town Estate,still being extended,contain:
an estimated 1,500 children.But the only provision for their play
are two small areas of swings and climbing frames for toddlers.
Repeated attempts %o have better use made of grass areas within
the estate have met with bureaucratic stonewalling.The only
facility in the entire old part of de Beauvoir (roughly Hoiita
by Downham,Englefield,Kingsland and Balls Pond Roads) is a slide,
a roundabout and four swings in de Beauvoir Square.For older
children,nothing approaching the adventure-style playgrounds so
popular in other parts of London.
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Until recently,the council could complacently add that there was
