Constitution of Students’ Union UCL
	Socialist Students



1. Name
1.1. The name of the club/society shall be Students’ Union UCL Socialist Students.
1.2. The Socialist Students shall be affiliated to Students’ Union UCL.
2. Statement of Intent
2.1. The constitution, regulations, management and conduct of Socialist Students shall abide by all Students’ Union UCL policy, and shall be bound by the Students’ Union UCL Memorandum & Articles of Association, Byelaws, Club and Society Regulations and the club and society procedures and guidance – laid out in the ‘how to guides’.
2.2. Socialist Students stresses that it abides by Students’ Union UCL Equal Opportunities Policies, and that club/society regulations pertaining to membership of Socialist Students or election to Socialist Students shall not contravene this policy.

3. Committee
3.1. President
3.1.1. The Presidents’ primary role is laid out in section 5.7 of the Club and Society Regulations.
3.1.2. The President has a duty to hold themselves and their committee accountable for their actions to the membership, the student union and all those who study and work at UCL.
3.1.3. The President must ensure all society activity caters to the best interests of its membership from a Marxist perspective.
3.1.4. The President must ensure all society campaigns cater to the best interests of UCL students from a Marxist perspective.
3.2. Treasurer
3.2.1. The Treasurer’s primary role is laid out in section 5.8 of the Club and Society Regulations.
3.2.2. The Treasurer must provide a report on the society’s finance at each internal society meeting whether this is a committee meeting or a meeting with the membership.
3.2.3. Section 3.2.2 does not apply when the Treasurer is unfit or unable to give such a report. When this is the case, the President must provide said financial report.
3.3. Welfare Officer
3.3.1. The Welfare Officers’ primary role is laid out in section 5.9 of the Club and Society Regulations.
3.4. Management of Socialist Students shall be vested in the society committee which will endeavour to meet regularly during term time (excluding UCL reading weeks) to organise and evaluate society activities.
3.5. The committee members shall perform the roles as described in section 5 of the Students’ Union UCL Club and Society Regulations.
3.6. Committee members are elected to represent the interests and well-being of Socialist Students members and are accountable to their members. If Socialist Students members are not satisfied by the performance of their representative officers, they may call for a motion of no-confidence in line with the Students’ Union UCL Club and Society Regulations.
4. Terms, Aims and Objectives
4.1. Socialist Students shall hold the following as its aims and objectives.
4.1.1 To act as a student activist organisation guided by Marxist principles which campaigns for the rights of students.
4.1.2 To reach out to other left-wing student-lead societies whenever possible during campaigns of shared interest. This is to foster solidarity and strength among the left-wing.
4.1.3 To make politics more accessible and fun. Many young people and students feel alienated by politics so Socialist Student will hold socials and attempt collaborations with arts societies to attract those who would otherwise feel politically homeless.
4.2. Socialist Students shall strive to fulfil these aims and objectives in the course of the academic year as its commitment to its membership.
4.3. The core activities of the Socialist Students shall be:
4.3.1. Sustained campaigns throughout the year on issues most pressing to the UCL student body.
4.3.2. Weekly political stalls on campus.
4.3.3. Regular internal meetings with the membership to facilitate political discussion and organisation.
4.3.4. Public meetings/ discussions with external speakers to facilitate discourse among UCL students who may not often engage in politics.
4.3.5. Regular socials for the membership.
4.4. In addition, the Socialist Students shall also strive to organise other activities for its members where possible:
4.4.1. Collaborations with other left-wing political societies on campaigns of shared interest.
4.4.2. More general collaboration with left-wing political societies in a variety of ways whether through meetings, forms or socials.
4.4.3. Collaborations with arts societies, preferably assisting in the production of political shows/ exhibitions. Though this may extend to socials, banner making or a plethora of other potential activities.
4.4.4. Banner making in preparation for demonstrations and meetings.
4.5. This constitution shall be binding on the Socialist Students officers and shall only be altered by consent of two-thirds majority of the full members present at a Socialist Students general meeting. The Activities Executive shall approve any such alterations.
4.6. This constitution has been approved and accepted as the Constitution for the Students’ Union UCL Socialist Students. By signing this document, the President and Treasurer have declared that they have read and abide by the Students’ Union UCL Club and Society Regulations.
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
