Constitution of Students’ Union UCL
	Conservative Society



1. Name
1.1. The name of the club/society shall be Students’ Union UCL Conservative Society
1.2. The Club/Society shall be affiliated to Students’ Union UCL.
2. Statement of Intent
2.1. The constitution, regulations, management and conduct of the club/society shall abide by all Students’ Union UCL policy, and shall be bound by the Students’ Union UCL Memorandum & Articles of Association, Byelaws, Club and Society Regulations and the club and society procedures and guidance – laid out in the ‘how to guides’.
2.2. The club/society stresses that it abides by Students’ Union UCL Equal Opportunities Policies, and that club/society regulations pertaining to membership of the club/society or election to the club/society shall not contravene this policy.

3. Committee
3.1. President
3.1.1. The Presidents’ primary role is laid out in section 5.7 of the Club and Society Regulations.
The President will chair committee meetings and set agendas for committee meetings. They will seek to host these meetings on a weekly basis. 
The President will, in consultation with other committee members conceptualise, book venues for and oversee the funding of society events. 
The President may delegate tasks to other committee members as they see fit.
The President may seek to organise ad-hoc working groups on specific events hosted by the UCL Conservative Society and, if applicable, with other student Societies, Associations and Organisations.
The President will be the main point of contact with other conservative societies, speakers and local Conservative associations.
3.2. Treasurer
3.2.1. The Treasurer’s primary role is laid out in section 5.8 of the Club and Society Regulations.
3.2.2. The Treasurer shall carry out the day-to-day financial duties of the society, and is responsible to the union for club/society finances to the membership
3.2.3. The Treasurer shall keep current accurate financial information. The Treasurer is responsible for all financial transactions of the society ensuring that these are made through the Union Finance Department; only the Treasurer, or in his/her absence the President, may authorise withdrawals or expenditure from the club/society accounts.
3.2.4. The Treasurer shall maintain a society account book.
3.2.5. The Treasurer shall provide accurate and reliable accounts to all committee members on request.
3.2.6. The Treasurer may also be required to provide, at the AGM and any EGM throughout the year, accounts to all members present.
3.3. Vice President
The Vice-President will undertake the duties of the President and/or the Treasurer in cases where those positions are vacant, or if those individuals are unavailable and/or unable to perform the task due to sickness, bereavement or other reasons.
The Vice President will advise the committee on appropriate actions to undertake for any of the events hosted by the UCL Conservative Society, and for any decisions that need to be undertaken.
Welfare Secretary
3.3.1. The Welfare Officer’ primary role is laid out in section 5.9 of the Club and Society Regulations.
3.3.2. 
3.4. Additional Committee Members
3.4.1. General Secretary
3.4.1.1. The General Secretary will send weekly e-mail notifications to the mailing list reminding members of upcoming events.
3.4.1.2. The General Secretary will confidentially maintain the e-mails of all on the mailing list in compliance with Students’ Union UCL regulations and laws of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. They will add and remove individuals on the list as per individual requests.
3.4.2. Deputy General Secretary
3.4.2.1. The Deputy General Secretary will assist the General Secretary in drafting e-mail notifications to the mailing list to remind members of upcoming events.
3.4.2.2. The Deputy General Secretary will assist other Committee members in the organisation of events and logistical efforts, including researching new locations for events to take place.
3.4.3. Political Secretary
3.4.3.1. The Political Secretary shall serve as the Political Editor of The Caerulean, covering contemporary political updates and news.
3.4.3.2. The Political Secretary shall, when writing in The Caerulean, research public policy and seek to engage with policymakers on contemporary political issues, as well as undertaking other independent research projects for the society.
3.5. Management of the club/society shall be vested in the club/society committee which will endeavour to meet regularly during term time (excluding UCL reading weeks) to organise and evaluate club/society activities.
3.6. The committee members shall perform the roles as described in section 5 of the Students’ Union UCL Club and Society Regulations.
3.7. Committee members are elected to represent the interests and well-being of club/society members and are accountable to their members. If club/society members are not satisfied by the performance of their representative officers, they may call for a motion of no-confidence in line with the Students’ Union UCL Club and Society Regulations.
4. Terms, Aims and Objectives
4.1. The club/society shall hold the following as its aims and objectives.
4.2. The club/society shall strive to fulfil these aims and objectives in the course of the academic year as its commitment to its membership.
4.3. The core activities of the club/society shall be:
4.3.1. Port & Policy Debates, where members, alongside members from other university conservative societies and associations will debate topical issues in current events. This will take place every Thursday between the Conservative Societies of University College London, King’s College London, and the London School of Economics. This will take place between these three institutions and at UCL should host the event at least once a month.
4.3.2. Talks and discussions with invited external speakers: typically, MPs, MEPs and those involved with conservative politics, can take the form of ‘Roundtable’ meetings, where the audience is restricted to members only, or open events which are available to all UCL students, staff and students registered with either principal officer. Members and attendees can ask the speaker questions during a dedicated Q&A session. The society will host at a bare minimum one external speaker a fortnight. The society will ideally host at least one speaker a week.
4.3.3. Members will, alongside local Conservative Associations and other university conservatives, campaign for conservative candidates in elections in the United Kingdom. This will be organised on an ad-hoc basis.
4.3.4. The society will host a formal ticketed dinner at a private members’ club at the end of term 2. This dinner will invite at least one speaker prominently involved in conservative politics. Members and registered non-members are welcome to attend.
4.3.5. The society will seek to host pub crawls and other informal social gatherings on an ad-hoc basis.
The society will seek to remain strong relations with our partners at Les Républicains at Sciences Po and Young Fine Gael at Trinity College, Dublin. 
4.4. In addition, the club/society shall also strive to organise other activities for its members where possible:
4.4.1. The society will seek to organise a Christmas Dinner at the end of Term 1, which will be held at a local venue. This will be ticketed to members and registered non-members. 
4.4.2. The society will seek to organise charity fundraisers, involving events, bake sales and any other necessary events.
4.4.3. The society will seek to organise cultural events such as Opera nights and Ceilidh for members and non-members on a ticketed basis.
4.5. The Society shall maintain its news outlet ‘The Caerulean’ by keeping up the online domain and maintaining its article inflow. If possible, the Treasurer and the Chief Editor of the Caerulean will work closely to realise the physical edition of ‘The Caerulean’ at least twice a year.
4.6. This constitution shall be binding on the club/society officers and shall only be altered by consent of two-thirds majority of the full members present at a club/society general meeting. The Activities Executive shall approve any such alterations.
4.7. This constitution has been approved and accepted as the Constitution for the Students’ Union UCL Conservative Society. By signing this document, the President and Treasurer have declared that they have read and abide by the Students’ Union UCL Club and Society Regulations.
